GOING THROUGH THE MOTIONS.....

Over the past year, | have diligently worked on a
number of issues that have resulted in successful
motions at City Council. Maximizing our resources
and constantly looking for ways to improve services
for Scarborough Southwest and all the citizens of
Toronto are goals we should all strive for. Listed
below are some of the highlights.

Elimination of Blue Jay Tickets for Councillors;
My motion resulted in the elimination of almost
$100,000 from the City's expenses allocated for free
tickets for baseball games each season.

Section 37

In the past, when a Councillor negotiated a financial
contribution for a community benefit resulting from a
development, the City did not receive interest on the
amount. As a result of my motion, that has now
changed and these financial contributions will now
receive interest until it is spent on a capital project
like our new community centre.

Streamlining the bike lane approval process

As Chair of the Toronto Cycling Committee,

I introduced a motion to have all cycling lane
approvals moved from Community Councils to City
Council. This has saved staff time and resources
that will lead to a quicker implementation of 50Km
of bike lanes for 2008.

Cost Sharing on provincially legislated

created offices

| proposed a motion to have the office costs of the
Auditor General, Lobbyist Registrar, Ombudsman
and the Integrity Commissioner shared instead of
individual budgets.

Naming Rights
We have been working on a report to allow the City
of Toronto to negotiate naming rights for designated

buildings under certain circumstances. Toronto
owns considerable real estate, and we are missing
potential opportunities to bring in revenues in return
for naming rights.

Water Qutflow Amnesty program

| recently introduced a motion calling for free
inspections on minor residential plumbing projects.
Currently, Scarborough has a number of pollution
problems in our creeks and rivers caused by people
not applying for permits, and consequently making
wrong connections during home plumbing projects.
As a result, inspectors have to monitor outflow
pipes to find the source of the problem. This
process is very time-consuming and costly for the
City. This motion will consider the possible cost
savings of providing free residential plumbing
inspections to prevent sewage pollution from
flowing into our rivers and creeks.

Consulting Divisions

This motion will examine the feasibility of
establishing revenue generating consulting divisions
within the City of Toronto. The objective of these
divisions would be to provide expertise and advice
to other cities and governments world-wide for a
fee. Toronto is a recognized world leaderin a
number of administrative and technical areas.
Income received would be added to those
respective division budgets.

Bicycle storage facilities for all future

City of Toronto projects

This motion will oblige all City departments,
including the TTC, to include permanent bike
storage facilities in the design and construction
of all upcoming renovations. Victoria Park Station
subway station will be the first TTC project to
see a permanent bicycle storage facility.

WARD 35 PARKS AND
RECREATION REVITALIZATION

The green spaces in Ward 35 are not only about

to improve; they are going to be expanded.
Currently, there are 2 NEW parks being planned

in our ward and 2 existing parks undergoing
revitalization. At Clairlea Park, the playgroung will
be receiving a new climbing and playing apparatus
along with fresh sand and benches giving families
a place to meet and keep a close eye on their
children. Meanwhile, at Horton Park, a mini soccer
field will be created which will help meet the
demand for youth soccer in the area. Taking
advantage of our green spaces is a great way

to spend time in the fresh air and keep our
communities safe. The more active a park space is
- the safer it is for the surrounding neighbourhood.

The new Ward 35 Community Centre (at Warden
and St. Clair) will be the location of one of two new
parks scheduled for our ward. Builtin conjunction
with the centre, this wonderful new park will
provide residents with more recreational green
space adjacent to the new state-of-the-art building.
The planning process continues as architects and
City of Toronto staff work diligently with community
members who have participated in several project
meetings. Thanks to Councillor Heaps, what started
out as a 15,000 square foot community centre has
now been expanded to 25,000 square feet. The
expected opening date is summer 2010.

The Warden South park (still to be named) is in
the final planning stages and should be finished by
the middle of 2008. Complete with an exciting new
splash pad and playground, this new park will be a
welcome addition to our new residents, as well as
the existing neighbourhood.

Overall, a great green year for Ward 35!

Now that the snow has melted and the weather is
getting better, more people venture out to enjoy
themselves. Especially after this winter! Every
spring and early summer we get calls about youth
and adults damaging park equipment and drinking
and smoking drugs in the area.

| am often asked "How can people make a complaint
to Police about such activities'? If you see any
suspicious criminal activity, call 416-808-2222
(non-emergency), or you can call yourlocal City
Councillor; Adrian Heaps who will pass the
information to my office.

At 41 Division, we place all community complaints
referring to traffic issues and disorderlies in parks in
a computer data base called ILP (Intelligence Led
Policing). We assign Officers to patrol the location
of the complaint and record the results such as
arrests, investigation of people, or issuance of
tickets into the ILP. We will call you back with any
information if you have lodged a complaint to the
Palice.

Enforcement is a vital part of the effective policing;
however, we need the community’s help. We require
the community’s support, participation and partnership
to be successful in solving problems, keeping the
peace, preventing crime and enforcing laws.
