As you may know, work has begun on the brand new Ward 35 Community Centre.
As | watched the foundation begin poured, | thought it was rather symbolic of the
work we have done together to build foundations in our own communities across
the ward. The roots we lay in our community improve our own lives and those of our
friends, families, and neighbours.

Since coming into office, | have worked with groups, individuals, and organizations
who have expressed a strong interest to improve and build a foundation in their
communities. These efforts have taken form through many different initiatives
which range from making the most of our green spaces and environment, to helping
to shape our community.

Over the last three years, we have
rebuilt two playgrounds, opened
two splash pads, unveiled a new [ -2 m\ iu
park and soccerfield, planto open - g
the new park and splash pad at
the Ward 35 Community Centre,
and will rehabilitate two beloved
local playgrounds. This has been
done with a vision to provide our
children with safe places to play
and enjoy recreational activities
with their family and friends.
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We have started four successful community gardens at Gordonridge Place, Byng
Towers, Warden Avenue Public School, and Prairie Drive Park. All were created
with the goal of supporting stronger foundations within our communities by bringing
people together for a common cause.

In continuing our environmental theme, we launched the first Ward 35 Garden
Contest in partnership with Rona Home and Garden Centre. Over 60 homes entered,
with three top prizewinners. However, | believe that we all won, as neighbours
made a conscious effort to improve their community ... one garden at a time.

To encourage our residents to explore our hidden gem — the Warden Woods Ravine
— we are creating inviting and accessible environmental gateways at entrances
located at the corners of Warden/St. Clair and St. Clair/Birchmount. These will be
opened in spring 2010, along with the launch of our Ward 35 Eco-Summit, where
residents will be able to collect knowledge and incentives for conserving water,
gardening tips, and a host of other environment-related activities.

Many of these initiatives were achieved with the participation and support of
neighbourhood associations and active area residents who all believe and care
that building foundations in the community results in stronger and more involved
neighbourhoods.

As usual I look forward to meeting as many of you as possible over the next few
months.

It has been a remarkable and
rewarding experience. | have had the honour of speaking
with thousands of residents, hosting dozens of events, and
affecting important changes in City policies.

In reflecting, | began to analyze the time by reviewing the
numbers. It was interesting to discover the following:

n 45,000 emails received (average 80 emails/day)
n 5,000 constituency inquiries responded to

n 3,000 scheduled meetings attended
(20 appointments/week)

n 600+ hours of City Council meetings
n 260+ hours of Budget Committee meetings

n 250+ hours of Committee meetings for Affordable
Housing, Budget, Disabilities Issues, and Torch Relay
Task Force

n 210+ hours of Scarborough Community Council

n 160+ hours of Economic Development and Government
Management meetings

n 70 Community Events (i.e. Fun Fairs, Environment Days, etc)

Add to these numbers, the time invested to read numerous
committee agendas, coordinate staff, and prepare speaking
notes.

My staff answers dozens of phone calls every day, with the
numbers reflecting the time of year and specific issues.

Answering emails and calling or meeting individuals at their
homes is actually one of my most enjoyable duties. It allows
me to hear personally from residents and explain the facts
behind the issue. Together, we work through their concerns
and hopefully end up with positive results. Every meeting,
both public and internal, is important to me and | am proud
to be able to represent such a vibrant community.

A STATE-OF-THE-ART COMMUNITY CENTRE TOMORROW
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GREEN THUMB

Scarborough Southwest's reputation for
environmental responsibility soared this summer
due to great community turnout to a number of
cleanup/greening efforts across the ward.

Residents braved an unseasonably cold and
rainy day to attend the Ward 35 Environment
Day at W.A. Porter Collegiate Institute. Hundreds
of families took the opportunity to responsibly
dispose of hazardous household goods, tires, old
bicycles, electronics, and donate used clothing to
charity. Due to their efforts, garages, basements,
and closets throughout the Ward are cleaner,
less cluttered, and their local environment is
better for the effort.

Residents of all ages joined efforts to clean the
beautiful green spaces throughout Ward 35.
Beginning with the Mayor's 20-Minute Clean-
Up on April 24, the community raised the bar
the next day at the Warden Woods Clean-Up.

Over the next 14 months, the lot at the northeast
corner of St. Clair and Warden will be transformed
from a shovel-in-the-ground into a gleaming
glass and copper structure: our new Ward 35
Community Centre! The building will have a green
roof, semi-permeable pavement, and be entirely
heated and cooled by geothermal energy.

Although construction only began recently, the
real work started a few years ago when the
Warden Avenue Corridor was being planned. The
proposal to build a community centre outgrew its
original need for 14,000 square feet. | recognized
that this would not meet the needs of our residents
and worked to secure the additional funding
needed to almost double the space to 26,000
square feet.

Our aim was to set a standard for community
centres by providing the most flexible and multi-
purpose facility, which would ultimately provide
the best variety of programs over the long term.
Extensive consultations were held with residents,
recreation staff, and current service providers
to create a vision of what kind of programming
the centre should offer. Recreation staff and
the architects all worked hard to meet these
expectations resulting inaworld-class community
centre design. In 2008, an open house revealed
the exciting renderings for the planned centre.

As Councillor, I have vowed to complete the
centre by the end of 2010. The Ward 35 Community
Centre will be a hub of activity, offering a whole
range of possibilities and services to meet the
recreational and social needs of the community.

Volunteers did a phenomenal job scouring the
park for litter and waste.

Compost Days returned this summer. With
smiling faces and sweaty brows, Ward 35
residents shovelled over4tonnes of free compost
into every spare container they had. Held at
Corvette Junior Public School and Dunlop Park,
these events brought out the best of community
spirits.

VICTORIA PARK SUBWAY
STATION REHABILITATION
PROJECT
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Rehabilitated Bridge
with New Windows

Work is underway on the TTC's three-year
reconstruction project at Victoria Park Station.
During the project, the station will remain
operational, but access to and from the station
andbuseswillchange duringvarious construction
phases.

The completed project will result in the following
benefits for passengers:

e New bus terminal at street level;

* Improved station access (new widened
entrances; widened north bridge, Victoria
Park pedestrian bridge improvements, new
sidewalks);

 Full station accessibility (new ramp and
elevators);

e Enhanced overall station appearance
(streetscaping, station finishes and signs).

The station will have improved sightlines and
natural light on the concourse level, and a
green roof. Public art will be installed at four
different locations in the building and reflect
the multi-cultural makeup of the surrounding
neighbourhoods.

Updates on construction activities will be posted in
the station, delivered to residents in the immediate
vicinity, and posted on the TTC website.
